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We have twelve of these Landmarks, which if given proper 
place in our lives, will bring us in such a way that all with whom 
we come in contact will know that we are followers of the Star 
in the East. 
 
Our first and most important landmark is a belief in the exis-
tence of the Supreme Being.  Today, though recognized under 
various religions, all people hold a belief in a Supreme Being.  
Always, in the mind of man, reaching far back into the dim 
pages of antiquity, there has been recognition of a force higher 
than himself, a power exercised by a Supreme Being, a bright 
light which, with its supernatural rays, drew man to recognition 
of his oneness with a Supreme Being.  Without this marker we 
would have none of the others.  It might be called a corner-
stone. 
 
The second landmark in the Order of the Eastern Star is the 
degrees, of which we have five.  Each lesson taught by the star 
point is know as a Degree.  There are all told during the initia-
tion by; Adah, the daughter, Ruth the widow, Esther, the wife, 
Martha, the sister, and Electa, the mother.  These represent the 
phases of womanhood. 
 
In our third landmark, we are impressed with the unchange-
ableness of our order.  Different jurisdictions sometimes differ 
in minor details of form, but our name, the names of our de-
grees, and the modes of recognition are the same the world 
over, and have been since the first Grand Chapter in 1867. 
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Wow! What a year this has been and we still have four months 
left.  We have Initiated Several new members with four more at 
the door waiting their turn.  Three of them are majority Rainbow 
Girls. 
Since our Rainbow Girls have relocated to our Masonic Center, 
they have been assisting in everything we do and have been a 
tremendous asset.  We are really proud of them! 
Our own Past Grand Patron, Brother John Masson, has been 
rewarded for his hard work and diligence by being elected to 
serve as Master of Creasy Proctor Lodge #679 next year 
We are also still saving our pop tops and collecting non-
perishable items for the Abused Women’s Shelter.

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The fourth landmark tells us that our lessons are Scriptural, our 
teachings moral and our purpose beneficent.  What more could one 
desire in any organization?  The lessons of each Star Points is 
found in our Holy Bible. 
Adah comes from Judges 11; 30-39, 
Ruth from Ruth 1:16 & 2:5-6, 
Esther from Esther 2:17, 4:11 & 5: 1-3, 
Martha from John 11:1, 21-26, 
Electa from 2nd John verse 5. 
The Order makes no claims to be our substitute for the church. It is 
rather a supplement to it.  In the church we emphasize spiritual 
matters firs, in the Star our purpose is moral.  However, the teach-
ings of both are intertwined as both take the scriptures as a basis 
for their beliefs, but one does not take the place of the other. 
 
Our fifth landmark deals with the obligation that we assume.  It is 
impressed upon each person during the initiation that our secrets, 
the obligation, and our vows must be sacredly preserved.  This is 
based upon the honor of those who obtain our secrets and framed 
upon the principle that whatever benefits are due from Mason rela-
tives, reciprocal duties are due from them to those who hold the 
compasses and square. 
 
The sixth landmark has to do with our obligation.  The obligation 
itself is voluntarily assumed, it is perpetual, from the force of which 
there is no release.  On choosing to become a member of the Order 
of the Eastern Star, each one of us made a vow, of our own free 
will, and this should be sacredly observed and be forever binding 
upon us.  
 
Too often, we fear, the Obligation becomes just formal words, 
rather than solemn oaths.  This sixth landmark is indeed important. 
It deals with moral problems and gives us an opportunity to practice 
daily the lessons taught by our heroines. 
 
Next come the ballot box. The ballot must always be clear to secure 
an election; it must be absolutely without debate; and always kept 
inviolably secret. 
 
The eight landmark tells us that the degrees cannot be conferred 
unless a Brother in good standing shall preside, providing in case of 
extreme emergency the Most Worthy Grand Matron may grant per-
mission, in writing, for a sister to act in place of a Brother.  This 
landmark brings us to a closeness of the relations between the Ma-

Masonic and the Order of the Eastern Star.  As Eastern Star I 
am sure we all value and appreciate this relationship. 
 
Next, we are governed by the Laws and Regulations of the 
Grand Chapter and by a Code of By-Laws, framed by our-
selves.  These we are bound to obey so long as we remain 
members of the Order.  Every member is amenable to the 
laws of the Order, and may be tried for Offenses by his own 
Chapter, or a chapter within whose jurisdiction the member 
resides who committed the offense. 
 
Our tenth landmark gives the accused person the opportunity 
to appeal a decision by taking the appeal from the subordi-
nate Chapter to the Grand Chapter or to its Executive Board. 
Thus we have justice and tolerance exemplified. 
 
The next landmark makes each chapter a unit in itself and 
lets it govern itself.  It alone decides who is eligible for mem-
bership from the candidates that apply and gives the privilege 
of voting on them to decide who will be allowed to join them. 
 
The last marker give every member the right to visit any 
Chapter, unless lawful objection is made to such visitor, that 
the harmony of the chapter would be disturbed. 
 
Thus we are bound.  We are all proud of our landmarks, of 
their strength, the exchangeability, and their justice.  In keep-
ing them in mind at all times, and making them our individual 
marks, we shall truly become members who are worthy of 
saying, “I have seen his star in the east and have come to  
worship Him.”
